1. Types of Prepositions
A. Prepositions of Place (Where?) – Indicate location or position.
· in → She is in the classroom.
· on → The book is on the table.
· under → The bag is under the chair.
· between → The park is between two buildings.
· behind → He stood behind the door.
B. Prepositions of Time (When?) – Indicate time or duration.
· at → We meet at noon.
· on → She was born on Monday.
· in → I will visit in December.
· since → She has lived here since 2015.
· for → He studied for two hours.
C. Prepositions of Direction/Movement – Show movement from one place to another.
· to → She went to the store.
· into → He walked into the room.
· onto → The cat jumped onto the bed.
· out of → She ran out of the house.
D. Prepositions of Manner (How?) – Show the way something happens.
· by → He traveled by car.
· with → She wrote with a pen.
· like → He sings like a professional.
E. Prepositions of Cause/Reason/Purpose – Explain why something happens.
· because of → The flight was delayed because of the storm.
· due to → The accident happened due to heavy rain.
· for → This gift is for you.
F. Prepositions of Possession – Show ownership.
· of → The cover of the book is red.
· with → The boy with blue eyes is my cousin.
