1. Colors
Blue – Peace, truth, and justice.

Red – Courage, patriotism, and valor in the face of
challenges.

White triangle – Equality and fraternity; also represents
liberty and purity.

2. Symbols inside the White Triangle
Three golden stars – Represent the three main

geographical regions of the Philippines:
i. Luzon
ii. Visayas
iii. Mindanao
Sun with eight rays – The sun symbolizes freedom, unity,

and democracy.
Each ray represents the first eight provinces that

revolted against Spanish colonial rule: Manila, Cavite,
Bulacan, Pampanga, Nueva Ecija, Bataan, Laguna, and

Batangas.
