📝 The Core Rules
In English, the Subject and the Verb must agree. This means if the subject is singular, the verb needs a specific form, and if the subject is plural, it needs another.
1. Singular Subjects (The "S" Rule)
When there is only one person or thing (He, She, It, or a Name), we usually add -s or -es to the verb.
· Example: The teacher explains the lesson.
· Example: Kasmer helps his classmates.
2. Plural Subjects (No "S" Rule)
When there are two or more people or things (They, We, or Names), we do not add -s to the verb.
Example: The students listen carefully.
Example: They study for the exam.

💡 Quick Review Tips
As a Peer Tutor, use these simple steps to help your students:
1. Find the Subject: Ask, "Who is doing the action?"
2. Count the Subject: Is it one person or many?
3. Check the Verb: If the subject is one, add an -s. If it is many, keep the verb as it is.
