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 In this study guide we will use various exercises to look at different elements of the book, Projekt 1065. We will proceed through the chapters from the beginning with different exercise formats that most students are probably already familiar with:

Review of key points, multiple choice
Comprehension Short-answer questions
Vocabulary matching
Message and themes Essay
Story Map we will use evry few chapters to add information so we can look at how the story is developing.
 We will not do all exercises for every chapter, and  after the first 5 chapters, we will combine chapters  as Projekt 1065 has many, very short chapters.

You will likely have already learned in your school classes that there are basic elements to most works of fiction.
Generaly, they are: setting, characters, plot, conflict, resolution, and theme. There are other elements such as point of view, and we will look at those as well. This study giude will try to focus on these basic elements but also touch on some of the literary devices the author uses such as  metaphor, simile  etc. 

The objective of this guide is to help you understand what the story is about, and how the author tells the story. But equally important , this guide is meant to help you enjoy reading more through a greater understanding of the basic slements of fiction and an appreciation of  the writing. Take your time with Projekt 1065 and the study guide. You may want to read several chapters at a time before doing the exercises, or do the the study guide as you finish the chapters. It is your choice. Have fun.

Background

Projekt 1065 is based on real events that occurred during World War II. To understand the book, it helps to understand some of the history of the war, and there is plenty of information online that can help you.  But we will add some basic information here that might assist you in understanding Projekt 1065:
Firstly, you should understand who the Nazis were. Nazi is an acronym for National Socialist German Workers Party, or in German, Nationalsozialistische Deutsche Arbeiterpartei or NSDAP. 
Germany was ruled by the Nazi political party from 1933 until the end of World War II in 1945.  The Nazis tried to militarily conquer the other countries in Europe. The war started when Germany invaded Poland on September 1, 1939. Since France and England had a defensive alliance  with Poland, they then declared war on Germany.  Italy decided to fight on Germany’s side as did some of the smaller countries in Eastern Europe.  In 1941, the USA and the Soviet Union would both be attacked and then ally themselves with France and England against  Germany.  

Germany invaded or controlled most of the countries in the main continent of  Europe over the next few years except for the neutral countries of Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, and Ireland. In the countries that Germany controlled, they enforced  anti-Jewish laws, and sent millions of Jews and other people they considerred enemies of Nazism to concentration camps where millions were killed.

Ireland was neutral during the war. In Projekt 1065, Michael’s father is the Irish Ambassador to Germany and that is why 
the family is still living in Germany during the war.

As we progress through the story we will look at Nazism a bit more in detail. The fight against Nazism and what it represents is one of the main themes of the book.
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
