🗣 Tutor: “Can you describe your favorite food?”
 🧒 Student: “It’s delicious!”
 🗣 Tutor: “Great! ‘Delicious’ is an adjective — it tells us what your food is like.”
👉 Adjectives describe nouns — they tell us what kind, how many, which one, or how much.
 Let’s discover the different kinds of adjectives and how they make our sentences colorful and expressive! 🎨
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These adjectives describe the quality, color, size, shape, or condition of a noun.
 They answer the question “What kind?”
Examples:
· The beautiful girl smiled.

· He has a red car.

· It’s a cold morning.

· The tall man is my teacher.

Practice (Speaking):
 👉 Look around your room and name 3 objects. Describe them using adjectives.
 Example: “A soft pillow,” “A big chair,” “A clean desk.”
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These adjectives tell us how much or how many of something.
 They answer “How much?” or “How many?”
Examples:
· I have two pencils.

· She drank some water.

· There is little sugar left.

· He ate many apples.

 🗣 Tutor: “How many siblings do you have?”
 🧒 Student: “I have two brothers.”
 🗣 Tutor: “Good! ‘Two’ is a quantitative adjective!”
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[bookmark: _qfqls63xgv0x]🧍‍♀️ 3. Demonstrative Adjectives
These adjectives point out specific nouns.
 They answer “Which one?”
Examples:
· This book is mine.

· That chair is broken.

· These flowers are beautiful.

· Those shoes are expensive.

Quick Tip:
 👉 Use this/these for things near you, and that/those for things far away.
Practice:
 Hold something near you and say:
· “This is my ___.”
 Point to something far and say:

· “That is your ___.”
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These adjectives show ownership or possession.
 They answer the question “Whose?”
Examples:
· My bag is heavy.

· Your phone is on the table.

· His car is fast.

· Her dress is blue.

· Our class is fun.

· Their teacher is kind.

Interactive Practice:
 🗣 Tutor: “Whose pencil is this?”
 🧒 Student: “It’s my pencil.”
 🗣 Tutor: “Right! ‘My’ is a possessive adjective.”
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These adjectives are used to ask questions.
 They are what, which, and whose — and they come before a noun.
Examples:
· Which color do you like?

· What subject is your favorite?

· Whose book is this?

Practice:
 🗣 Tutor: “Can you ask me a question using which?”
 🧒 Student: “Which fruit do you like?”
 🗣 Tutor: “Nice! ‘Which’ is your interrogative adjective.”
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These adjectives show the number or order of things.
 They tell how many or in what order something happens.
Types & Examples:
1. Definite numeral adjectives (exact numbers):

· one, two, three

· Example: I have three notebooks.

2. Indefinite numeral adjectives (not exact):

· some, few, many, several

· Example: She has several friends.

3. Ordinal numeral adjectives (order):

· first, second, third, last

· Example: He won the first prize.

 Example: “First, I wake up. Second, I eat breakfast. Third, I go to school.”
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These adjectives are formed from proper nouns (names of specific people, places, or things).
 They always begin with a capital letter.
Examples:
· I love Filipino food. (from Philippines)

· She studies Japanese culture. (from Japan)

· He speaks English fluently. (from England)

Practice:
 👉 Name a country and say an adjective from it.
 Example: “China → Chinese,” “France → French.”
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These adjectives refer to individual persons or things in a group.
Examples:
· Each student has a notebook.

· Every child must study.

· Either dress looks good on you.

· Neither answer is correct.

Interactive Practice:
 🗣 Tutor: “Do you have two phones?”
 🧒 Student: “Yes.”
 🗣 Tutor: “You can use either phone.”
 (Explain how “either” means one or the other.)
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Articles are also special kinds of adjectives because they modify nouns.
Examples:
· A dog is barking.

· An apple a day keeps the doctor away.

· The sun is bright.

Quick Tip:
· Use a before words starting with a consonant sound. (a book, a car)

· Use an before words starting with a vowel sound. (an egg, an umbrella)

· Use the when you talk about something specific or already mentioned.
