Modal Verbs: modal verbs are used to express strong obligation (understand when to use)

Understand what an obligation is.
An obligation I something that you are required or expected to do, either due to factors such as laws, contracts, or social norms. It represents duty, commitment or responsibility 

Understand what prohibition is.

Prohibition refers to the official or legal banning or restriction of a particular activity or substance

Compound Adjectives: is formed when two or more adjectives are combined to modify the same noun. These adjectives can be connected with a hyphen or left as separate words

Examples: two-faced, cold-hearted, air-conditioned, well-behaved, open-minded, one-way, old-fashion, high-pitched, far-fetched
Compound Noun: is a noun that is made up of two or more words combined together to represent a single concept or thing. They can be connected with a space, a hyphen, or written as a single word

Examples: airplane, raincoat, swimming pool, breakfast, high school, six-pack, coffee shop, mother-in-law, bookshelf, self-esteem
What is a gerund?

A gerund is the -ing form of a verb used as a noun

Example: Swimming is my favorite sport / She enjoys reading novels

What is an infinitive?

An infinitive is the base form of a verb with the word “to” in front of it
Example: I want to eat something / She works hard to succeed
 Testing Terminology words
Conclude: this word means what is the author or sentence describing (what is it talking about)

Analyze: this word means read the topic and make a determination about the paragraph
